 ELIGIBILITY GUIDELINES FOR 
PARADE OF HOMESSM EVENTS

You must be an approved builder (class A, B, D  

(Developer) or E) member of the Builders 

Association of the Twin Cities by the Parade of 

HomesSM entry deadline. (Associates may be 

allowed to enter a new development. Contact us 

for more information).

If you want to participate in the 2009 Parade of  

Homes Spring PreviewSM, your membership   

application must be received by Monday, August 

18, 2008 (sorry, no exceptions) and approved by 

the Board of Directors in September.

If you want to participate in the 2009 Parade of  

Homes Fall ShowcaseSM, your membership 

application must be received by Monday, April 

20, 2009 (sorry, no exceptions) and approved by 

the Board of Directors in May.

In Addition You Must:

Submit three closing statements (HUD), three  

sworn construction statements with certifi cates 

of occupancy, or three major remodeling projects 

built in the state of Minnesota under the company 

name shown on the Builders Association of the 

Twin Cities application.

In case of Class E builders, the closing statement  

maybe issued in the name of the sub-contractor 

who will be actually construction the structure. 

Additional warranty information will be required.

Attend a mandatory Parade of Homes SM 

orientation.
